2) If you are an exchange student, your home institution will need to send us an Exchange Student
Notification Form for you, indicating your exchange status and duration.

Applicants must

1) have successfully completed at least one year of university study.
2) be in good academic standing at their university.
3) have adequate English ability to participate in the Japan Studies classes which are

mostly conducted in English.

"Financial Statement (Form 1)" In order to receive a student visa, you must prove to the Japanese Ministry of
Justice that you have adequate financial resources to pay the program fees, transportation fees to and from
Japan, and to support yourself while in Japan. A general rule of thumb is that you will need to show you have
access to approximately 250,000 yen (USD 3,000)per term , beyond the costs of the Tuition and Housing Fees, to
cover airfare and daily living expenses. For example, The total must be over 850,000 yen for tuition paying
students, over 500,000 yen for exchange students. To find out if you will be considered to be an exchange
student or not, please contact your home institution’s Study Abroad Office.

For Section 3, Official documents proving the existence of such support must be provided, and can be obtained
from the university or government offices which issue the funds.

The completed Certificate of Health Form (Form 2) must be signed by a licensed physician and include
confirmation of a chest x-ray for tuberculosis, to prove your "physical suitability" to study at a Japanese
university before you arrive in Japan. Skin tests for tuberculosis are not acceptable. This physical examination
is required of all students entering, and continuing their studies at Japanese universities. Please send the
signed Certificate of Health only, not the X-rays themselves.

"Accommodation Information Form" All students must complete page 1 and read, sign, and date the
Accommodation Agreement on page 2. Those requesting a home stay must also complete page 2. Please take
the time to fill out this form carefully. We will select your host family based on the information on this form and
this will be the only information your host family will receive. Keep the stapled sheets for your reference and
return only the 2 pages of the Accommodation Form with your application.

If you have a current passport, please send a photocopy of the information page(s) which shows your name, the
expiration date, issuing authority, etc. If you currently have a Japanese visa, please send a photocopy of the
pages containing the visa. NOTE: If you do not have a passport, you should begin the process of obtaining one
immediately. When you receive your new passport, please send us a photocopy of the information page.

TOEFL AET UCLES ELI-UM
If you are not a native speaker of English, acceptable forms of Proof of English language ability include proof of
successful completion of at least one year of study at an English speaking school, or scores from standardized
tests such as TOEFL, AET, UCLES, ELI-UM, or EIKEN.

After all materials have been received and the application accepted, the application for the Certificate of
Eligibility for a student visa can be made with the Japanese Ministry of Justice. If approved, a Certificate of
Eligibility will be sent to the university and it will then be forwarded to the affiliated institution or the applicant.
Once received, the applicant must take the certificate together with their passport to a Japanese consulate
outside Japan where the student visa will be stamped into their passports.
