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Many students in Japan who are learning English wish to study English in countries
where it is a natively spoken language or where it is a language for official communication.
Many of them prefer studying in the U.S. because they know the country the best because
much information on the country is made available through various media. Those students
expect that language training received in a U.S. institution would greatly improve their
English skills, especially their conversation skills. They also believe that good control of
English in conversation is of great importance for their success in schools as well as in their
future employment. Unfortunately, however, very few of those students know that training
in English grammar is what is most emphasized in language institutes in the U.S.

There are reasons why language institutes in the U.S. emphasize training in English
grammar. Language institutes, especially those affiliated with* colleges and universities,
mainly admit those individuals who are planning to enroll” in the official, degree-offering®
courses or programs of those colleges and universities. The language programs in those
institutes emphasize grammar skills because they are essential in the admission into colleges
and universities, in the fulfillment of graduation requirements,” and in the successful
completion of the students’ study and the students’ future careers.

Students applying to colleges and universities are required to demonstrate” their ability
to produce grammatically correct sentences before they can be considered for admission. In
order to be admitted into the degree-offering courses or programs, the students need to
achieve certain scores in English proficiency tests,” such as TOEFL. The ability to produce
grammatically correct English sentences is the foundation of the skills measured by those
tests, and therefore, knowledge of grammar and the ability to use the knowledge to create
grammatically correct sentences is essential in getting admitted into colleges and universities.
If the English proficiency test scores do not fulfill the criteria® for admission, students are
often required to take English as a Second Language (ESL) courses in the affiliated language
institutes and complete the courses with satisfactory grades before they can be considered for
admission. It is usually the case that ESL students are not allowed to enroll in regular
college courses before they have eliminated such grammatical errors as those in the choice of
verb forms, which are characteristically seen in non-native speakers’ writing.

After admission into degree-offering courses or programs, the ability to produce
grammatically correct English sentences is required for the students to complete their courses
or programs. Almost all the colleges and universities in the U.S. require their students to
complete one or more composition courses regardless of their majors, and some schools
require additional essay-writing examinations. Without completing the required
composition courses and passing the required essay-writing examinations, the students
cannot graduate. Such courses and examinations focus on the students’ ability to create
formal arguments to support their claims,” and the tested skills require far more than the
basic ability to create grammatically correct sentences. If students are not even capable of
writing essays free of significant grammatical errors, then their essays will be judged
inappropriate® before the content of their writing is evaluated. Consequently, it is very
unlikely that they can pass the required composition courses or essay-writing examinations.

Even after the completion of the required composition courses and essay-writing
examinations, college course work requires grammar skills. In most of the junior-year” and
senior-year” courses in their majors, college students are required to write term papers, and
these often determine the greatest portion of their course grades. Thus, in order to complete
advanced-level courses in their majors with good grades, college students must be able to
complete and submit readable® and presentable” term papers. The course instructors, who
read and evaluate the term papers, generally take it for granted that their students have a
level of grammar skills sufficient to write academic papers, and the inability to write essays
that are free of grammatical errors will seriously affect the students’ course grades and may
result in failing grades. Thus, without appropriate grammar skills, college students may not
be able to complete their degrees, and even if they manage to graduate, they will neither be
admitted to graduate schools nor find good jobs.

While many Japanese students wish to study English in the U.S. to improve
their conversation skills, language training in language institutes in the U.S.
emphasizes grammar skills because the ability to produce grammatically
correct sentences is essential for getting admitted into colleges and
universities, fulfilling graduation requirements, and successfully completing
college courses and programs for their future careers.

English grammar skills are required in studying in the U.S. because they are
important in getting good scores in English proficiency tests, in completing
required composition courses and passing required essay-writing
examinations, and in writing term papers that are important in
advanced-level college courses.

Language institutes in the U.S. emphasize English conversation skills in their
language training because most of their students plan to work in the U.S. and
because conversation skills are essential for getting good English proficiency
test scores, good school grades, and good jobs.

A large
majority of educators, 87 percent, said technology had ( 5 ) affected their ability to teach.
Eleven percent said they felt technology had no effect on the quality of their teaching. Just
two percent said technology had a ( 6 ) effect on teaching. Results of the survey also
found teachers had good feelings about technology’s effects on learning. Eighty-three
percent said they felt technology had improved their students’ learning. Just nine percent
said technology did not affect students’ learning.

In releasing the study results, Campus Technology reported that some teachers had
expressed mixed feelings (7 ) the use of technology. These opinions came in the form of
open-ended” questions answered directly by educators who were not identified. One noted
that the learning process can (8 ) if students depend too much on their devices. “People
can easily get addicted” to their devices, and using technology can change the way the brain
(9 ) —not always in a good way,” the teacher wrote. Another educator wrote,
“Technology is accidentally increasing students’ weakness in reading and ( 10 ) things out
