Cashless payment is gaining popularity in Japan as a result of the increase in online
transactions caused by the COVID-19 pandemic as well as the governmental efforts to
promote cashless payments. In 2018, before the COVID-19 pandemic, cashless payment
accounted for only 24.2% of total payments in Japan, while it accounted for 47.0% in the U.S,,
44.2% in France, 57.0% in the UK. and 62.0% in Canada. The COVID-19 outbreak
accelerated the cashless payment trend because of the increased use of online shopping and
delivery services, for which cashless payment is the preferred payment method. The
Japanese government has been aiming to increase cashless payments to 40% of the total
amount of payments by June of 2025 because it is believed that cashless payments improve
business efficiency. Cashless payments make it unnecessary for businesses to deal with
bank bills and coins, so businesses are relieved of their burden of keeping a cash reserve and
devoting human resources to the processing of cash payments. Cashless payments are
processed electronically, and transactions are recorded automatically. Therefore, businesses
can reduce the human work in processing and recording transactions. The government also
welcomes the expansion of cashless payments because the electronic transaction records can
be used to prevent tax fraud.

The most recent governmental report showed that cashless payments accounted for
39.3% of the total payments in 2023. In Japan, credit cards are the most popular method of
cashless payment (as measured by the amount paid) while debit cards are more popular than
credit cards in Europe. Credit card payments accounted for 83.5% of the total amount of
cashless payments in Japan in 2023. Debit card payments only accounted for 2.9%, prepaid

cards 5.1%, and electronic payment methods using mobile phones accounted for 8.6%.

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Super typhoons are typhoons with wind speeds of at least 240 kilometers per hour, or 67
meters per second. For example, Typhoon Marwar was a super typhoon lasting 60 hours in
total on May 23rd and from May 25th to May 27th of 2023, with a sustained wind speed of 240
kilometers per hour. Typhoon Bolaven was a super typhoon lasting 30 hours from October
10th to 12th, with sustained wind speed of 305 kilometers per hour.

If a super typhoon hits a populated land area, severe damage can result. For example,
Typhoon Haiyan, which remained a super typhoon for 66 hours from November 6th to
November 8th of 2013, with a sustained wind speed of 315 kilometers per hour, devastated
some areas in the Philippines with strong winds and flooding, killing more than 6,300 people.
Many houses were destroyed completely, and parts of some buildings made of strong
materials were blown away with winds that were estimated to have been over 320 kilometers
per hour. The strong winds also brought sea water 9 meters above the normal sea level.
The losses caused by the typhoon were estimated to be 2.98 billion U.S. dollars.

Scientists warn that typhoons are becoming more likely to develop into super typhoons.
As a result of global warming, there is a greater amount of moisture in the atmosphere. This

increased moisture helps typhoons become stronger.

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The Japanese language has a sophisticated system of sound symbolism which is very
frequently used in comics or everyday conversations, which is very hard to translate into
foreign languages. The sound symbolism of Japanese language covers copied sounds from
living things and from non-living objects, words that express situations of external worlds and
psychological feelings. An actual situation is, for example, the one that holds when a
comedian utters a joke and no one laughs. This situation is expressed with the symbolic
word for silence. When translated, however, this word does not have a counterpart in the
target language, so it is expressed as the meaning of the symbolism. This symbolism can
even express an unrealistic situation, like the one in which a giant peach with a baby boy in it
is floating down a stream, and almost all Japanese people would know this, which surprises
foreign learners of the Japanese language.
